3) There was no indication as to whether the grant requested from the Area Committee was 

to cover just the general artwork costs or the costs of the sculptures. 
4) Is the grant just for the promotion of the concept of the sculpture trail with any works being 

dependant on further funding being secured? 
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5) If this is the case and additional funding is not secured will the Area Committee have just 
artwork drawings for its money with no tangible improvements to the footpath? 

6) The Parish Council would prefer to see tangible improvements to the path with the basic 
infrastructure for the future provision of sculptures being supported out of Area Committee 
money rather than the promotion of a concept which may never come to fruition.
