But there are concerns as to the size of the dwelling
space and as the application falls within the
Barrowford Conservation Area the Council wishes the
proposed extension to be built in the same materials as
the existing building and the use of wooden window
frames and doors. The Council would also like the
retention of the stone steps as these add to the charm
and character of the Conservation Area.

street safety to a currently unadopted cul-de-sac which
will see additional vehicle use through the building of
these three dwellings. The fact that LCC were clear in
their response that they would only support this
application if these conditions were imposed and the
future benefits to the adjacent householders and
pedestrians who use this road and as a foot link to
Wheatley Lane Road were in part the reason why the
Parish Council supported this application. The costs of
improving such a short stretch of the highway would
not be too onerous an imposition on the developer
when gauged against the potential return from this
development.
